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Volunteers from the Center for Protection of Rights of Disadvantaged Citizens(CPRDC) of Wuhan University and Aid center of Xinjiang University also contributed to the investigation.

About 300 ethnic minority children come from agricultural and pastoral areas of Xinjiang to the capital Urumqi, living on polishing shoes on the streets. Law majors from both Wuhan University and Xinjiang university participate in this project, conduct interviews with these children and find out the causes of their discontinuation of education and shoe-polishing on the streets. The goal is to seek the support from local government and society, protect these children’s rights of the person and education, return them to school, and promote this model of aiding and protecting children in Xinjiang. The research started in the summer of 2007 and was expected to be completed in 2010.
