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This project investigates how rules regarding noncitation of unpublished authority influence the development of employment discrimination law.  Factors investigated include how variation in publication rules across circuits affects publication rates of decisions in these cases, as well as how judicial ideology, and panel composition regarding judicial ideology, affect both outcome and publication of these decisions.  Data collection has been completed on this project, analysis and manuscript production is ongoing.
