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ASSIGNMENT AGREEMENT
I, AUTHOR'S NAME, as Author of a manuscript tentatively titled “ARTICLE TITLE”(“Article”), understand and agree that The Regents of the University of California on behalf of Berkeley Law, Berkeley (“University”) accepts the above Article for publication in the University’s INSERT JOURNAL NAME (“Journal”) subject to the following conditions:
1. The Journal editors have the right to modify the Article to conform to the standards and style of the Journal.  Prior to publication, an edited version of the Article will be forwarded to the Author for review.  The Author shall return and/or approve the edited Article by a reasonable deadline established by the Journal editors.
If in the judgment of the Journal editors, extensive rewriting is required, the Journal may return the Article to the Author with suggested changes that the Author shall be responsible for making. If the time needed for making such changes will disrupt the publication schedule of the Journal, the editors may move the Article to the next Journal issue in which space is available.  This agreement may be terminated upon written notice by the Author within ten (10) days following receipt of the Article for making such changes.  The Journal reserves the right to terminate this agreement if it is determined by the Journal editors that the Article has not been revised to conform to the standards and style of the Journal or is not revised within an acceptable timeframe.
2. Author grants and assigns exclusively to the University for its use, any and all rights of whatsoever kind or nature now or hereafter protected by the Copyright laws of the United States and all foreign countries in all languages in and to Author’s Article, including all subsidiary rights and electronic rights including distribution on the Internet or by emerging technology. This includes licensing the Article for educational photocopying, secondary publishing and abstracting/indexing agreements, to reproduce the Article in microfilm or any computer-readable form, including electronic on-line databases and document delivery systems.  These agreements may also include distribution of copies of the Article, and distribution by CD-ROM.
3. Except as permitted in section 4 below, requests to publish the Article in other journals, books, or anthologies require the University’s prior written approval.

4. Author retains the following rights:  (1) to reproduce the above-named Article for use in Author’s classroom and research activities in either paper or electronic form, (2) to post an electronic version of Article on the Social Science Resource Network (SSRN), (3) to post an electronic version of the Article on the Author’s personal or professional website, including University repositories, and (4) to publish the Article or permit it to be published by other publishers, provided Author is the author of any book or anthology and provided the Author cites the Article as follows: “Originally published in the  JOURNAL NAME   VOLUME:NUMBER (YEAR OF PUBLICATION).” 
5. Author will receive no payment from the University for the use of the Article.  The Author will receive two (2) free copies of the bound Journal issue in which it appears and twenty-five (25) individual reprints of the Article.  The Author may order additional reprints at his/her own expense before the issue containing the Article goes to press.  Should the University receive any request to reprint, reproduce or translate all or any portion of the Article in another publication or medium, the University will attempt to notify the Author of such requests at the most recent address on file.  If it is appropriate that a fee be charged for this use, the University shall establish the amount of the fee to which it is entitled.  Author will receive no payment from the University for any subsequent reuse or license of the Article.

6. Author warrants that Author is the sole owner of the copyright of and to the Article and has the full power and authority to enter into this Agreement; that the Author’s work does not infringe any copyright, nor violate any proprietary rights, nor contain any libelous matter, nor invade the privacy of any persons, and that no right in the Article has in any way been sold, mortgaged, or otherwise disposed of, and the Article is free from all liens and claims.  The foregoing warranties apply only to the Article submitted and revised by Author, and not to any revision made by the Journal or its assignees.
Author warrants that if the Article or any material within the Article in addition to the Article’s text, such as images, photographs, or illustrations, has been previously published or created in whole or in part, permission has been obtained to reproduce the Article and any additional materials within the Article in the Journal and also in any subsequent reuse or license of the Article by the University, including electronic rights.
Author warrants that any permission fees associated with the reproduction of the Article and/or any additional material in the Article have been paid.  Author agrees to submit a copy of the permission letter and receipt of any permission fees paid as appropriate, in addition to text for credit lines, with the Article.

7. Author agrees to hold the University, its officers, agents and employees harmless from any claim, action, or proceeding alleging facts that constitute a breach of any warranty enumerated in this Agreement and further agrees to indemnify and hold harmless the University, its officers, agents, and employees against expenses and attorneys’ fees that may be incurred as a result of any claims, action, or proceeding.
