“What is D-Lab? And What Does It Have to Do with the Study of Law?” 

The Social Science Data Laboratory, or D-Lab, is a new campus ORU (Organized Research Unit) designed to facilitate empirical work.  The target beneficiaries of D-Lab are UC Berkeley faculty, graduate students, and advanced graduate students.
